Hello,

Well, I addressed almsgiving two weeks ago, and last week, we had a
little information from Fr. Brad Modde about himself, so this week, let’s
talk about the second of the pillars of Lent, Prayer.

The Gospel from Matthew, (MT 6:5-15) that we had for Ash
Wednesday, tells us not to babble like the pagans do, but instead Jesus
gives us the “Our Father” as how we are to pray:

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name;
thy kingdom come; thy will be done; on earth as it is in heaven.
Grve us this day our daily bread;
and forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those who trespass against us;
and lead us not into temptation,
but delrver us from evil.
Amen.

The Catechism gives 28 pages to this (CCC 2759-2865), so you can go there if you want
to look at it verse by verse. But looking at how Jesus introduces this and concludes it,
tells us more about how we are to pray.

“Not to babble like the pagans do.” We could even use the words that Jesus gave us to
pray and just babble them on, saying the words without considering or intending their
meaning. When we pray, it isn’t just going through the words, but Jesus wants us to
mean them. To be a purposeful communication with God.

And then in the conclusion after this prayer, Jesus repeats about how we are truly to
tforgive others. This prayer, or any prayer, isn’t meant to just be words we say and then
go on with our lives, but rather words we say and pray and then live out in our lives. We
show the value we place on forgiveness by not just asking for it, but by offering it to those
who have offended us.

I know I could babble on here about different forms and styles of prayer, but I think for
Lent, the real concern is that we pray with the understanding that prayer is a
conversation with God. Being a conversation, it means that we are talking to God, but
also that we are listening. That is a problem we probably have in our ‘conversations” with
others at times too, we are just talking or too focused on what we have to say, (a type of
Jjust babbling on) and also not fully listening.

Lent is a great opportunity to look at how we are praying, and then to try and do
something that will help us to grow in our conversations and relationship with God.

to build. The new school was erected in 1914, on the site of the
old school, under Pastor Father Anton Aloysius Jasper, and had four large classrooms, a suitable
upstairs auditorium, and a full basement for parishioners to hold society meetings and socials.

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In September 1871, when the Sisters of the
Most Precious Blood took over operations of
Assumption School, they also assisted in
many ways during the early birth and the
growth of the Church of the Assumption of the

In 1923, Father Jasper established and opened Assumption’s first accredited two-year high
school in the building. Established as St. Charles County's first Catholic parochial high school,
the institution functioned as a junior high until 1929.
