Welcome 
Hello, 
 
Last week I talked a bit about St. Patrick, which I know many 
of you celebrated on Monday and from the green I saw at 
Mass last weekend, some were starting a little early. However, 
we had a bigger celebration day this past week and another 
one this coming week that I wanted to mention and talk a little 
about the hierarchy of feast days we celebrate in the Catholic 
Church. 
 

March 19 is the Solemnity of St. Joseph, the Spouse of the Blessed Virgin Mary. 
This is a bigger celebration than we have on most days commemorating saints, 
which are mostly memorials, but this is instead referred to as a solemnity. The 
ranking of days as far as the greater celebrations go from optional memorials (St. 
Patrick), obligatory memorials (St. John Vianney), feast days (St. Thomas, the 
Apostle), to solemnities (St. Joseph). Then there are the solemnities that are also 
holy days of obligation like Christmas and Sundays. 
 

Many of these days have different traditions that we use to celebrate them each 
year, corned beef and cabbage for St. Patrick’s Day, hanging stockings or putting 
out your shoes for St. Nicholas (also only an optional memorial, I’ll work on 
getting that one raised to obligatory), or St. Joseph’s Altar on March 19, where 
bread and other food is blessed and given away. If you go to Mass, you will notice 
the following differences: for memorials the Opening Prayer and possibly some 
other prayers will be specifically for that day; for a feast the prayers will be for 
that day and the Gloria will be prayed; for a solemnity we have the prayers, the 
Gloria, and the Creed will be recited, and there will be three readings instead of 
the two that are on most weekdays. 
 

If you missed the Solemnity of St. Joseph last week, we have another Solemnity 
this week, the Annunciation on March 25, nine months before Christmas. Because 
these solemnities are occurring during Lent, you might also notice that while we 
don’t pray the Gloria on Sundays, we do for the solemnities. In addition, during 
Lent, I wouldn’t wear white or red vestments for a memorial, but I do wear white 
for a solemnity or a feast. An argument might be made that if you have given 
something up as a penitential practice during Lent, that you should forgo that on 
a solemnity, since it is a day of celebration that we even pray the Gloria. 
Something you might consider when debating that point is that a few years ago, 
when the Annunciation fell on a Friday, the abstaining from meat was not 
required that day, (but again, St. Patrick’s Day is only a memorial so you would 
need a special dispensation to have your corned beef if it was on a Friday in Lent).   
 

It can be a bit confusing. That is why we have this little books called an Ordo 
that a priest looks at before celebrating Mass to be sure we get it right. But the 
main point is to be open to God’s graces and see His presence in our lives.
