Welcome 
Hello, 
 
Today is the fourth Sunday of Lent, called Laetare Sunday, 
and today and the third Sunday of Advent are the two times 
a year a priest can wear rose colored vestments to celebrate 
Mass. I’ve talked a bit about the history of this before, but 
today I thought I would talk a little about how we celebrate 
it now. Laetare is the Latin word for rejoice, and we can look 
at the Gospel’s for different years used for the fourth Sundays of 
Lent to see why they might fit the word, rejoice. 
 

In the year A cycle, the Gospel used is also used every year if RCIA is 
celebrating the Second Scrutiny (at our 8am Mass). The Gospel reading is 
John 9:1-41, the man who was blind from birth that Jesus gives him his sight. 
Of course there is obvious reason to rejoice here, as the man now can see, but 
it also tells us something about his blindness. People ask whether it was this 
man’s sins or that of his parents that caused him to be born blind, and Jesus 
responds that it was neither, but “it is so that the works of God might be made 
visible through him.” As we go through Lent and consider that we might be 
trying to overcome certain temptations or hardships that we have in our lives, 
we recognize that we need to see them now not as punishments for sin, but to 
be open to the opportunity we have to overcome sin and grow closer to God.   
 

In year B, the Gospel reading is John 3:14-21, containing John 3:16, “God so 
loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in 
him might not perish but might have eternal life.” The passage goes on to tell 
us that “God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but 
that the world might be saved through Him.” This clearly recognizes the 
challenges and suffering that we all experience during this life, but lets us 
know not to consider God has abandoned us, but gives us reason to rejoice 
because Jesus came not to condemn us, but to save us. We are still in the 
Lenten season and this world, but we realize we are meant for light and Jesus 
is leading us to the light. 
 

And year C, this year, the Gospel is Luke 15:1-3, 11-32, the Prodigal Son. I 
think we are all familiar with this Gospel parable and can likely relate to the 
son, at least one of them, whether we are the son who abandoned his father or 
the one who stayed with him faithfully. This Gospel lets us know that if we 
are recognizing some of our sins and rejection of God during this Lenten 
season, that we need to realize God is now standing there anxious for us to 
come back to Him with open arms. Or, if we have stayed faithful and close to 
God, that he hopes we do not see our lives as only sacrifice and burden out of 
duty, but that we live this way out of love for God and like Him, are anxious 
for and rejoice when others who may have left Him come back. 
 

All of these Gospels recognize sin and hardships, suffering, and pain, but they 
also give us reason for hope and joy as we recognize God’s love for us.
