Welcome 
Hello, 
 

Today we celebrate the Feast of the Ascension when Christ 
ascended to heaven. We live in a physical world so it 
makes sense that we have some direction for Christ to go, 
but have you ever wondered why up? We always refer as 
up to heaven. Climb mountains or try to build tall towers 
to get closer to God. Why? I’m sure that some social 
anthropologist may be able to give some ancient cultural 
comparisons, but just think about ourselves first and why that 
would make sense to us today. 
 

Up is something that is beyond our physical restraints of gravity and a 
direction that has no bounds. We can only go so far down (especially in our 
current understanding of it), but there is no limit to our up.  Since we have 
begun travel outside of the earth’s atmosphere, we realize more clearly that 
the word ‘up’ is very relative, and yet it still expresses an attitude that we 
have towards God. 
 

I think as we celebrate the Feast of the Ascension that attitude is a good one 
that helps us. With Jesus ascending to heaven, it helps us to recognize that he 
is both God (going up to heaven) and man (that he was with us here on earth). 
The fact that he spent those last 40 days after rising from the dead visiting his 
disciples on earth, talking with them, eating with them, reinforced this 
knowledge of His human nature, and yet now he ascends. Hopefully we 
remember the times he told his disciples that they would follow Him, that He 
is the way to the Father. That we are also meant to transcend the limits of our 
physical bodies, to be with Christ in heaven. We live on earth and in this 
physical form for now, but we are not meant to be bound by this forever. 
 

This isn’t the only directional bias we have. I think most of us have used the 
phrases ‘out West’ or ‘back East’ whether we come from the East or not. And 
the terms ‘up North’ and down South,’ which I assume comes from our rivers 
in the United States predominantly having downstream as south and 
upstream as north. I know I would never say in St. Louis that I was going up 
to Memphis or down to Minneapolis, it just seems unnatural. Hopefully in the 
same, we let our eyes and our minds drift up as we think of God. We realize 
that the ascension of Christ was quite natural for Him, and is something that 
we are all meant for through the help of the Holy Spirit. Now I’m getting 
ahead of myself, Pentecost isn’t until next week.

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OUR PARISH’S FINANCIAL REPORT AFTER NINE MONTHS 
 
We started our fiscal year on July 1, 2024, and according to our records through March 2025, the parish is doing well 
financially. The past 9 months show that we are having a good year. The contributions to the parish, especially 
bequests and other legacy gifts, have exceeded the expectations in our budget. We are especially grateful to our 
parishioners who remembered the parish when they prepared their wills.   
  

Taking a look at the school finances, our net result is close to the budget. Tuition is a little lower than planned, but 
operating costs are lower also. Currently, the school has a deficit of $542,993, but the parish to makes up the difference 
from its surplus of $751,048. 
  

That leaves us with a combined surplus of $208,055. We made debt payments of $212,278, so we have a net deficit of 
$4,223 for the first 9 months of the fiscal year. We had budgeted a deficit of $94,405, so we are doing better than 
planned. 
  

We are still on track to being debt-free in July 2026. To get there, we are counting on your continued support.  
Thank you.
