Hello,

In case you didn’t know it, this week is Catholic Schools Week. We
are kicking it off on Sunday at the 10am Mass with many of our
school children being involved in the Mass and also having an

Open House of our school following the Mass from 11am-12:30pm,

which is particularly for new families considering coming to

Assumption’s school. Throughout the week, we will have some
different activities to help us be aware of the importance of the many
groups that affect our Catholic School: Parents, teachers and staff,
clergy, students, and our entire community. I figure it is a good
opportunity for some of us who are older to also consider the different Catholic Schools
we have attended.

My schools were:

St. Gregory the Great CCD, Milwaukee, WI — CCD is what we called PSR in Milwaukee
(and some other places I've heard.) I just looked it up to see what it really means, and
CCD stands for Confraternity of Christian Doctrine. At the time the grade school only
went down to 3rd grade, so for 1st and 2nd grade, leading up to my First Communion
and First Reconciliation, I think I remember going Saturday mornings for CCD classes.
Just being one class a week, I likely learned what I needed for the sacraments and my age
level, and it probably also confirmed the values and morals and some prayers and
practices I was learning at home.

St. Gregory the Great School, Milwaukee, WI — from 3rd through 8th grade, I attended
grade school there. In all my years there, we had some religious sisters who were
teaching and some lay teachers, but between 3rd and 4th grade, all the nuns changed,
they lost their habits and seemed to get younger and taller (sort of like the opening scene
of the Elvis movie “Change of Habit”). I remember going to the Milwaukee Performing
Arts Center for a field trip, it was the 10th anniversary of the movie, “The Sound of
Music,” and I think we learned some of the songs in music class. I believe that the way we
were treated, and the way we were expected to treat others, along with prayers and
sacraments at school and at home, gave me the opportunity to grow up in a Catholic
culture. We weren’t perfect, but I was probably aware when I was doing something I
shouldn’t.

Thomas More High School, Milwaukee, WI — My high school, Thomas More, was run
by the Marianist order, like Vianney and Chaminade here in St. Louis. Along with lay
teachers, we had a few priests and also brothers from the order that taught us. It was an
all-boys school down by the lakefront (Lake Michigan), and St. Mary’s (the all-girls
school) and St. Francis de Sales (the seminary) were each adjoining campuses.

I have to admit, I probably didn’t think much about the differences between going to a
Catholic School vs. a public school until high school. In high school, I had a choice of
where I would go, and I probably knew more people going to different schools. I think
we also addressed some different topics both in religion class and social studies, like
abortion, maintaining severely injured people on life support (Karen Ann Quinlan), war,
even meditation (it was the 70’s) that I know we talked about differently than we would
have in public schools. While I might not have known quite as much as I thought I knew
yet, I had been given the skills and ability to find out.

Some words that might be used at times for private schools can be sheltered or protected,
which are great for children as long as they are also prepared. But I think the word that
needs to go with those, and that is central to a Catholic School, is loved. As we celebrate
Catholic Schools week, I hope that it is obvious to our students that they are loved by
their parents, teachers and staff, clergy, fellow students, our entire community, and God.
