Welcome 
Hello, 
 

We have a new pope, Pope Leo XIV. Having grown up in 
Chicago, I think most of us feel like we can relate to him in a way 
we might not have considered for previous popes. One question I 
have had though, and some have specifically asked me about, is if 
I know anything about the Augustinians, and if I could share 
that with you. So, I did a little research. (Most of what I found 
was connected to www.augustinianorder.org.) 
 

The order is officially titled the Order of St. Augustine (O.S.A.), which 
is why the pope used to be referred to as Cardinal Robert Francis Prevost, O.S.A.  The 
order was founded in 1244 when Pope Innocent IV united various groups of hermits as 
one community. They were organized to follow the Rule of St. Augustine and this is 
what they state about themselves: “The purpose of the Order consists in this, that 
united harmoniously in brotherhood and spiritual friendship, we seek and worship God 
and work for the service of his people. In this way, we share in the Church’s work of 
evangelization bringing the Good News to the whole world so that we may transform 
the world from within. This is our witness.” (OSA Constitutions, 13) They also give 
two foundations for their spiritual identity. The first was the person of St. Augustine 
from whom it received its concept of religious life, in particular the importance of the 
interior search for God and community life. The second was the Mendicant Movement 
by which the Order of St. Augustine became an apostolic fraternity. This goes along 
with their constant stress of living in community and, as for all religious orders, they 
individually own nothing but rather it is all a part of the communities. 
 

Currently they can be found in 50 countries throughout the world with a total of 1804 
priests and 2,457 male religious. They first came to the United States from Ireland in 
1794. Their current presence both in the United States and throughout the world is 
service in schools, parishes, and missions. In the United States, the order is divided 
into three provinces, with Pope Leo being a part of the Province of Our Mother of 
Good Counsel of the Augustinian Order, which is based in Chicago and call 
themselves Midwest Augustinians. This Midwest province currently has 63 friars. In 
1963, they accepted the responsibility to assist the newly created prelature (now a 
diocese) of Chulucanas in Peru, where they have formed an Augustinian Vicariate that 
has grown in their native clergy and in 2010 had their first native Peruvian as their 
Regional Vicar. 
 

Pope Leo has a long history with the Augustinians. He went to St. Augustine’s for 
high school, an Augustinian seminary in Holland, MI. He went to Villanova 
University for a bachelor’s degree, one of only two Augustinian Universities in the 
United States. He then entered the novitiate of the Augustinians here in St. Louis at 
Immaculate Conception and St. Henry Parish in 1977. In 1978, he would make his 
first profession in the order and start his theology studies at Catholic Theological 
University in Chicago, making solemn vows in 1981, the year before he was ordained 
a priest (1982). After ordination, he studied in Rome where he received a licentiate in 
canon law (1984) and then a doctorate (1987). During this time, he would start his 
missionary work in Peru until 1999 when he became the provincial Prior of the 
Chicago province. From 2001-2013, he served as Prior General for all Augustinians.  
Even as a bishop after this and then the Prefect of the Dicastery for Bishops over the 
last two years I’m sure he has maintained his Augustinian roots, but you can also hear 
a little Chicago in his words still when he is speaking in English.   
 

I’m looking forward to getting to know more about our new pope.

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CHRISTIAN INITIATION OF ADULTS  
(FORMERLY RCIA) 

 

The final phase of the catechumenate is called 
“Mystagogy” because it is through baptism that the 
Catechumens are given the insight of the royal priesthood 
of Christ. With that grace, they are brought to the table to 
eat and drink the full presence of Christ in a way they 
have not yet fully encountered. The 50 days of Easter is a 
time to focus specifically on remembering that initiation 
into the Banquet in a systematic way. However, this is not 
similar to the catechumenate process. It is primarily a 
liturgical experience that takes place in the midst of the 
Sunday assembly. This week we will explore the 
Sacrament of Confirmation, with the theme of “What’s 
Come Over You?” We use the phrase “What’s come over 
you?” when someone appears to be affected by something. 
The phrase captures our belief that it is possible for 
something outside ourselves to affect us within and 
transform the way we think, feel, speak, and act. In the 
Gospels, people often wanted to know what had “come 
over” Jesus. Discussion on how were you changed by the 
Anointing of oil, laying on of hands, and renewal of 
baptisim promises òAll-powerful God, Father of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, by water and the Holy Spirit you freed your sons 
and daughters from sin and gave them new life. Send your Holy 
Spirit upon them to be their helper and guide. Give them the 
spirit of wisdom and understanding, the spirit of right judgment 
and courage, the spirit of knowledge and reverence. Fill them 
with the spirit of wonder and awe in your presence. We ask this 
through Christ our Lord. Amen.ó

§ Add Assumption as a beneficiary of your retirement plan, IRA or life 
insurance policy. 

§ Include Assumption as a TOD beneficiary of your bank account or 
financial assets. 

§ Add this sentence to your will: “I give to Assumption Catholic Church, 
O’Fallon, Missouri, 63366, Tax ID #43-0688865, [the sum of $________ 
or _______ percent of the net value of my estate] for its general purposes.”
