Vogt.  The information below tells you a little about his work in Guatemala. 

Dear Sisters and Brothers in the Risen Christ, 
 
In the appeal that I am making the weekend of July 22-23, I need to raise funds to con-
tinue the important ministry that has been my life for the past 35 years.  Since arriving 
in Guatemala as a missionary I have witnessed the effects of extreme poverty on fami-
lies, especially indigenous children: poor health, stunted growth, slow learning, emotion-
al problems, among them. It has been my goal to help as many families as possible to 
improve their living conditions, and through Qeqchi Partners we have been able to pro-
vide Healthy Homes to hundreds of rural villagers. 
 
A Healthy Home consists of providing 1. Clean drinking water using durable and low 
cost filters we make, 2. Concrete floors replacing dirt and 3. Flush latrines replacing 

traditional out-
houses or open 
air human 
waste disposal.  
The effects of 
these improve-
ments are                        
sharp reduc-
tions in intesti-
nal and respira-
tory illness, 
reduction of 
malnutrition 
and child hun-
ger, and reduc-
tion of parasitic 
infections and 
mosquito or fly 

borne illness like malaria and dengue.  Also, a Healthy Home offers a safer and cleaner 
environment for child mental and emotional development as well as a reduction in adult 
depression and illness. 
 
We need YOU to help us. A donation of $50 allows us to make and install a clean water 
filter in a rural home, thereby providing clean drinking water.  A donation of $300 al-
lows us to provide a concrete floor for a family home.  For a $400 donation we can pro-
vide a flush latrine for a family.
