Welcome 
Hello, 
 
This week we have two Marian feasts, Monday, December 9, we 
celebrate the Feast of the Immaculate Conception of the Blessed 
Virgin MaryñI used the full phrase instead of shortening it to 
the Feast of the Immaculate Conception because too often people 
think we are talking about Jesus, which is the Feast of the 
Annunciation on March 25ñ9 months before Christmas. 
 
The other Marian feast is on Thursday, the Feast of Our Lady of 
Guadalupe. I think both of them, as with many or most Marian feasts, have the focus 
for me of being open to and cooperating with Godõs graces. 
 
The Feast of the Immaculate Conception, we celebrate Mary being conceived without 
the stain of original sin. Unlike us, who by baptism can have the stain of original sin 
removed, Mary had it excluded from her conception. We consider that we know of 
four people who were conceived without original sin: Adam, Eve, Mary and Jesus. I 
think it is important to always consider Adam and Eve when we think of Mary 
because it helps realize that Mary still had a choice and was likely tempted many 
times to sin, but unlike Adam and Eve, didnõt. She was given this incredible grace, 
and cooperated with it in the choices she would make in this life, and her cooperation 
would bring us Christ. 
 
On The Feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe, we celebrate Mary appearing to Juan Diego 
and asks him to ask the bishop to build a shrine for her there. While the bishop 
originally resists, when the image of Mary appears on Juan Diegoõs cloak as he is 
showing the bishop the miraculous roses he found on the spot, the bishop cooperates. 
The combination of Juan Diegoõs cooperation, the bishopõs eventual cooperation, and 
the sign that Mary left us in the tilma (Juan Diegoõs cloak), would help hundreds of 
thousands of others to convert to Christianity, and still help people today to be open 
to Godõs call. 
 
All of this is what we are also called to do, especially in the season of Advent. To be 
open to hear and receive Christ more fully into our lives and to respond to His call.

P.S. You might have noticed that The Feast of the Immaculate Conception is 
celebrated on Monday December 9 this year as opposed to the normal December 8. 
That is because the Sunday of Advent takes precedence over the Feast Day, but since 
the feast is considered a ôSolemnity,õñwhich is higher than most other feasts, it gets 
transferred and the obligation to participate in the Mass also moves, with the Feast, 
to Monday. Masses are 6:30am, 8am, and 7pm.
