Welcome 
Merry Christmas, 
 

If you go to the same Christmas Mass every year, you 
probably donõt realize that there are four different Gospels 
that can be read at Christmas Mass. Each has a time when 
they are particularly prescribed (Christmas Eve/Vigil, 
Night, Dawn, and the Day), but the priest can choose which 
one he wants to use ôaccording to the pastoral needs of each 
celebration.õ The four gospels are:  
 

§ Eve/Vigil , Matthew 1:18ð25: Mary will give birth to a son, and you are to 
name him Jesus. 

§ Night , Luke 2:1ð14: Today a Savior has been born for you (Linus quotes 
part of this one in the Charlie Brown Christmas Special). 

§ Dawn, Luke 2:15ð20: The shepherd found Mary and Joseph and the infant.  

§ Day, John 1:1ð18: The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us.   
 

You are probably familiar with all of them, but the first one from Matthew, 
actually has a longer option that includes all of Matthew 1:1ð25 and includes 
the genealogy of Jesus. 
 

This genealogy is quite long. It fills two pages in the lectionary of detailing 
from Abraham to David, then from David to the Babylonian exile, then from 
the Babylonian exile to Jesus, listing all the descendants leading to Jesus. 
Usually, the shorter version of Matthew 1:18ð25 is chosen instead of the list 
of òAbraham became the father of Isaac, Isaac the father of Jacobéó for this 
packed Mass with lots of kids, and some of the names get difficult to 
pronounce too. But looking at this genealogy tells us about Jesus, that he was 
born of the line of David, and that Godõs plan through history was to be with 
us, as He did in uniting the nation that was created with Abraham in the 
kingship of David. That even when we were unfaithful and in exile, God was 
still with us.  And that it was part of Godõs plan from the beginning that led 
God to be born among us as Jesus. 
 

As we gather as families and remember some of our generationõs past, and see 
the young generations with years to come, I hope we can recognize Godõs love 
present among us through all of these times and people. May you and your 
families have a Merry Christmas.
