Week at a Glance 

May 5, 2019 - Third Sunday of Easter  
 

ACTS 5: 27-32, 40B-41; PS 30:2, 4-6, 11-13; REV 5:11-14; JN 21:1-19 
 

In today’s Gospel, we find the Apostles dejected and discour-
aged following the death of our Lord. Poor Peter decides to 
throw in the towel on the whole disciple thing and go back to 
his old way of life, declaring, “I’m going fishing.” Upon 
hearing this, the other disciples follow him. 
 

How easy it is for all of us to backslide on changes we have made in our lives, especially when it 
comes to our spiritual lives. But look how Jesus treats the disciples during their “backslide.” He is 
right there with them in the midst of it, already waiting for them on the shore when they come back 
from their unsuccessful return to the fishing business (after abandoning their mission as disciples). 
Our Lord greets them tenderly, gives them some fishing pointers, and then prepares their breakfast. 
How gracious He is to them! 
 

He is just as gracious today. When we find ourselves “out at sea” — discouraged by our failures or 
for squandering the gifts God has given us, or simply by a lack of progress in our faith life, Jesus is 
with us! He is calling to us from the shore to come back to Him without shame or embarrassment, 
but with hope-filled trust in His steadfast love. He never tires of offering “do-overs” if we just keep 
returning to Him. 
 

This constant process of turning back to the Lord, of reevaluating our goals and priorities as we aim 
for Heaven, is the essence of a stewardship way of life. Let us take heart as we continue our journey 
today, secure in the knowledge that Jesus is beside us every step of the way.

Holy Family...Pillar of Formation 

Last week our neophytes met with team members to share their experience of “new life” Neo-
phyte : One who is initiated at the Easter Vigil. The term comes from the Greek word meaning new 
plant, as in a new sprout on a limb/branch. (The Evangelization Station RCIA Glossary of terms) At 
Sunday 8:00 Mass the neophytes gather with the faithful and take their rightful place in the Eucharistic 
assembly. The readings from the Lectionary which are proclaimed at these Masses are specially 
geared to reflecting on the relationship between the sacraments and the Christian life which the newly 
initiated have embraced. 
 
This is an important period of reflection by the newly initiated with their parish community. The for-
mation and teaching continues during this time, in order to help them become incorporated into the 
full life of the Christian community. This period is called Mystagogy and concludes at Pentecost..  It is 
important to note that this stage may be the end or final stage of the RCIA process, but it is only the 
first stage of the rest of their lives as a fully active and participating member of the Catholic Church.

The task of this period is simply to help us cultivate what has al-
ready been planted.  You can’t do this by simply going out the 
doors on Holy Saturday night and go on your way.  Conversion 
does not end with the initiation but keeps on going. 
 
They as well as our community  have been renewed in mind, tast-

ed more deeply the sweetness of God’s word, received the fellowship of the Holy Spirit and grown 
to know the goodness of the Lord.  Unfolding the meaning of these sacraments leads to a deeper understanding and 
reverence for the mystery of God in Christ, the mystery into which we all  are baptized. 
 
No matter how often or how deeply we explore the mystery its fullness is never exhausted. We continue to thank 
the Assumption parish community for your prayers and guidance during our process. You have truly walked with 
them on their journey to new life in Christ!

Doubting, stubborn, weak Thomas… 
Everyone knows the expression, “doubting Thomas.” This is among the most famous passages in the New Testament 
where a doubting, stubborn, weak apostle, Thomas, outright refuses to acknowledge that the Lord has risen from the 
dead unless he sees him for himself, sees the wounds of crucifixion, and touches the flesh of Jesus. Unless “I can place 
my fingers in the wounds,” he exclaims, “I will not believe.” 
 

He wanted proof. As we all do at one time or another. It is a weak but all too human response. Saying I Believe is not 
always as easy and simple as it might seem. 
 

Believing in the Resurrection of Jesus, the eternal presence of the living God, is a lifelong response by each Christian.

We seek the grace to overcome our doubt, stubbornness and weakness, just like one of the twelve hand-picked founders 
of the Catholic Church – St. Thomas.
