I had an opportunity to see the newly released film, ñUnplanned,ò last 
Friday.  It is the first of several feature films addressing the issue of 
abortion in our culture.  ñUnplannedò is a compelling story about the complexities of the 
debate surrounding legal access to abortion providers and the powerful conversion of 
one person who comes to realize that the infant in a motherôs womb is truly a human 
person.  The movie has an R rating, which makes good sense to me in light of the graph-
ic images and the complexity of the issues addressed throughout the film.  I believe 
teenagers ought to be accompanied by parents, in part so they can have meaningful dia-
logue with each other after seeing the movie.   
 
Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary has reserved a private screening of 
ñUnplannedò at the B and B Theater in Wentzville, on Friday evening, April 26, 7:00 
pm.  We are hopeful that we can gather 100 folks to see it and then have follow-up re-
garding next steps we can take to support our Respect Life Apostolate in efforts to end 
abortion in our country.  Unless and until we are truly committed to the sanctity of all 
human life, from conception to natural death, our capacity to proclaim the Gospel is lim-
ited. 
 

In todayôs Gospel, the beautiful story of the ñRaising of Lazarus,ò we hear the shortest 
and perhaps the most powerful verse in all of Scripture, ñAnd Jesus Wept (Jn. 11:35).ò  
Jesus weeps for the unborn who are at risk of being aborted; He weeps for all our broth-
ers and sisters on death row; and He weeps for us who have not yet learned to love, to 
trust, to create a world free from bloodshed.  No matter the importance of any virtue or 
issue worth fighting for, nothing is worth fighting for.  We must be reflective enough 
and honest enough to admit when our passionate advocacy for confronting evil morphs 
into a battle for victory over our brothers and sisters whom we have already judged in 
our hearts.  Jesus reveals himself as the ñThe resurrection and the life; whoever believes 
in me, even if he dies, will live, and everyone who lives and believes in me will never 
die (Jn.11:25-26).ò  Jesus has taught us the way of love and history has reminded us, 
over and over again, only love works.  In our zeal to proclaim the Gospel we have often 
failed to love one another.  As we pledge ourselves again to create a world where all life 
is sacred, let us choose to love; let us recognize Christ in all our brothers and sisters; let 
us truly surrender to Christ, whose blood spilled on Calvary is the last blood ever to be 
spilled for any meaningful purpose in all the world.  We can do thisé by Godôs grace 
alone, we can do this.  Mary has shown us the way, accompanying her Son on the jour-
ney to Calvary.  Let us follow her in her mission of bringing Christ to the world.

Palm Sunday - April 14, 2019é A walk with Jesus 

We know the length of the first Palm Sunday procession: itôs something like two miles from the 
Mount of Olives to the city of Jerusalem. But we really donôt know the pace of that procession of 
Jesus, his disciples and the large crowd. Was it fast or slow? Solemn and stately, or rather disor-
ganized? We canôt get into a time machine and go back to find out. But wonder of wonders, 
the much shorter Palm Sunday procession in our parish will move at exactly the right pace, exactly 
the right pace for each of us: 

If you are sick or suffering from a chronic illness, the pace will be just right for you. It will be 
the pace that Jesus sets, the pace of the one who bore all our ills and infirmities. 

If you are elderly, the pace will be just right for you. It will be the pace that Jesus sets, the pace 
of the one who renews our spiritual youth through his powerful grace. 

If you are young and would rather be running a marathon than walking in a sacred parade, the 
pace will be just right for you. It will be the pace that Jesus sets, the pace of the one who 
eagerly ran his race to win our salvation. 

If you feel that you sometimes, or often, donôt seem to know where you are headed, the pace 
will be just right for you. It will be the pace that Jesus sets, the one who leads us in our 
faith. 

Follow the leader 
The spiritual pace of our Palm Sunday procession through our church 
will be perfect for each of us as we enter into another Holy Week. On 
Palm Sunday, we follow Christ our Life where he leads us: to death to 
self. But Jesus never turned back: ñMy Father, if it is possible, let this 
cup pass from me; yet not as I will, but as you willò (Matthew 26:39). 

Sometime, somewhere, in some circumstance, each follower of Jesus will need to say and mean 
these words, the words that mean death to self but life in Christ. This is Godôs paschal mystery, 
Godôs Easter plan for our salvation in the dying and rising of Jesus, in which we share through bap-
tism. 
 
Many people carried palm branches that first Palm Sunday; only Jesus carried the cross on Good 
Friday. But because he did, we find strength to follow his way of the cross through our self-
sacrifice. Holy Week can be a great week for us if we enter more deeply into the dying and rising of 
Christ. The greatness of this week comes from what Christ has done for us in the past and does for 
us now. ñWe do not live in ungrateful forgetfulness,ò said St. Augustine, ñbut we celebrate in 
grateful memory.ò Our ñgrateful memoryò sets us on our ñcloser walkò with Jesus on Palm Sunday 
and during Holy Week.

Here at Assumption parish   we celebrate a ñcombined Riteò with our elect (those unbaptized) and 

our Candidates (those already baptized). This is an intensive period of preparation for initiation of 

both.  We pray for our Candidates who celebrated the Sacrament of Reconciliation this past week.

April 7, 2019 — Fifth Sunday of Lent 
IS 43:16-21; PS 126:1-6; PHIL 3: 8-14; JN 8:1-11 
 

Once again this week we are reminded of what a loving and merciful God we serve. The theme of the read-
ings for this fifth Sunday of Lent are summed up beautifully in todayôs Gospel passage from Luke which 
recounts the story of the woman caught in adultery.  After all those who would have stoned this woman leave 
the scene Christ says to her, ñNeither do I condemn you. Go, and from now on do not sin anymore.ò 
 
When we turn to God for forgiveness, He is indeed gracious and merciful. So much so, that not only will He 
forgive our sins without condemnation, He will make us completely new creations in Christ.  
 
What is more amazing is that this all-perfect and holy God of ours draws so very near to us. Our sins do not 
drive Him from us, but rather to us so that He can set us free from them. Look carefully at Christôs actions 
and posture in the Gospel reading as He deals with both the crowd of people, the Scribes and Pharisees, and 
the adulterous woman. ñAll the people started coming to Him and he sat down and taught them.ò ñHe bent 
down and began to write with His finger.ò He ñstraightened upò when He confronted the Scribes and Phari-
sees about their own sins. And he ñstraightened upò when He assured the woman that He did not condemn 
her for her past. Like a skilled teacher, or loving ñbig brother,ò Christ bends down to where we are, He sits 
among us, He stands to confront us when needed and He stands to look us in the eye to remind us of our true 
dignity. 
 
Weôre all unworthy of the great privilege of serving Him. But that is simply cause for greater joy in serving
