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Hello, 
 This weekend we celebrate the Feast of the Holy Family.  
This makes a lot of sense just after having celebrated 
Christmas, since Jesus is just a newborn infant we naturally 
think of Him together with His mother and father (Mary and Joseph), and 
that is how we portray Him in nativity scenes.  But it also is a time when we 
gather and think of our own families.  Usually we are able to get together with 
them sometime over these holidays (I am with many of my family right now 
up in Milwaukee).  Hopefully this is an opportunity to realize what a blessing 
our families are.   

A family tradition I grew up with was that each year my parents had 
taken a family picture starting when they were first married, and at Christmas 
those pictures would be labeled by the year and put out together.  Each year 
you could see how they changed, how another baby would come along here 
and there while the others aged.  Sometimes you saw different Christmas pre-
sents in the pictures from that year or you would realize the different setting 
if there had been a move.  Later different people might also be in the picture 
if they were there at Christmas, another relative, or maybe a new spouse as 
the family grows, or even the next generation.  But also some would be 
missed, they couldn’t make it home that year, or a death in the family.  These 
are the people we have shared our joys with, our sorrows with, our lives with, 
our family. 

Ideally our family was our first means where we learned our faith, ide-
ally our family was our first means where we learned of love.  We recognize 
as they have been with us through all of these times, each Christmas, God has 
also been there with us.  In the Christmas we celebrate, in the joys and sor-
rows we have gone through, in the love between us, God is there.  May He 
continue to be with all of our families as we ask His blessings upon them:

St. Francis … Pillar of Prayer 

 
Mary’s divine motherhood broadens the Christ-
mas spotlight. Mary has an important role to play 
in the Incarnation of the Second Person of the 
Blessed Trinity. She consents to God’s invitation 
conveyed by the angel (Luke 1:26-38). Elizabeth 
proclaims: “Most blessed are you among women 

and blessed is the fruit of your womb. And how does this happen to me that the mother of my Lord 
should come to me?” (Luke 1:42-43, emphasis added). Mary’s role as mother of God places her in a 
unique position in God’s redemptive plan. 
 
 
 

Without naming Mary, Paul asserts that “God sent his Son, born of a woman, born under the 
law” (Galatians 4:4). Paul’s further statement that “God sent the spirit of his Son into our hearts, cry-
ing out ‘Abba, Father!’” helps us realize that Mary is mother to all the brothers and sisters of Jesus. 
Some theologians also insist that Mary’s motherhood of Jesus is an important element in God’s crea-
tive plan. God’s “first” thought in creating was Jesus. Jesus, the incarnate Word, is the one who could 
give God perfect love and worship on behalf of all creation. As Jesus was “first” in God’s mind, Mary 
was “second” insofar as she was chosen from all eternity to be his mother. 
 
 

The precise title “Mother of God” goes back at least to the third or fourth century. In the Greek 
form Theotokos—God-bearer—it became the touchstone of the Church’s teaching about the Incarna-
tion. The Council of Ephesus in 431 insisted that the holy Fathers were right in calling the holy vir-
gin Theotokos. At the end of this particular session, crowds of people marched through the street 
shouting: “Praised be the Theotokos!” The tradition reaches to our own day. In its chapter on Mary’s 
role in the Church, Vatican II’s Dogmatic Constitution on the Church calls Mary “Mother of God” 12 
times. 
 
Reflection 
Other themes come together at today’s celebration. It is the Octave of Christmas: Our remembrance of 
Mary’s divine motherhood injects a further note of Christmas joy. It is a day of prayer for world peace: 
Mary is the mother of the Prince of Peace. It is the first day of a new year: Mary continues to bring 
new life to her children—who are also God’s children.                   ~Excerpts taken from Franciscan Media

December 29, 2019 — The Holy Family of Jesus, Mary and Joseph 
 

SIR 3:2-6, 12-14; PS 128: 1-5; COL 3:12-21 or COL 3:12-17; MT 2:13-15; 19-23 
 

Today, as we continue celebrating the Christmas season, we focus our atten-
tion on the Holy Family. This is a great time to thank God for the gift of fam-
ily life. The Catechism of the Catholic Church refers to the family as the 
“domestic church,” so today’s feast is a fitting time to consider the im-
portance of the virtue of the stewardship pillar of hospitality within the con-
text of our own domestic churches.  
 
Why is hospitality so important? Well, we can hardly expect our family members to pray together, 
study their faith, and serve others if we have a home where we are disconnected from each other, 
or the atmosphere is stressful and tense. Of course there will be moments like this. But we must be 
intentional in creating homes where everyone feels accepted and important. We want our homes to 
be the place to get recharged to go out and bring love to everyone we encounter outside our home. 
 
This is not easy, but we can turn to the Holy Family for help. Lest we think that the Holy Family is 
somehow unable to sympathize with our struggles, we see in our Gospel passage from Matthew 
that this Family was certainly not free from trials and stress; quite the contrary. The very life of the 
newborn Jesus was threatened by Herod’s extreme jealousy such that the family had to flee sud-
denly into a foreign land for protection until Herod’s death. Yet Mary and Joseph remained united 
and ever obedient to the Holy Spirit for direction. Who better to turn to for help and inspi-
